· Why don’t people accept the good news of Jesus?  Are Christians ever guilty of not fully embracing Jesus? (1 John 1:6-7)

· Why do you think Paul’s message was so different in these places?

· Brainstorm and discuss how you might present the gospel in the following situations:
· The death of your friend’s mother (mom was a Christian, friend isn’t)

· Discussion with a neighbor about the fast pace of life and dealing with the stress
· Quick conversation with another shopper the day after Thanksgiving
· Discussion about a tragedy like the Virginia Tech shootings
