“Saved by Grace”
DISCUSS: What is a good habit you’ve been able to establish?  What is one you’d like to break?
STUDY: 
· Read Galatians 5:1-6
· In your own words, what “yoke of slavery” is Paul referring to in verse 1?

· Read Galatians 3:2-6

· Paul speaks in Gal 5:4 of being “justified.” How is this word used in our conversations today and what does it mean?  How does it compare to the Bible’s view of justification?

· Gal 5:6 tells us what doesn’t matter and what does matters in the Christian life.  What are modern examples of what doesn’t matter, based on Paul’s example?  What are some practical examples from your church and your life of what does matter?  
· Some people might understand “freedom” to mean no constraints.  Is this what Paul means?  (see verse 13).  

· How are we supposed to navigate the slippery slope between legalism and license (total disregard for God’s law)? (see verses 16-18) 
REFLECT: 
· How has your relationship with God changed at times from being one based on love and trust to one based on keeping the rules?  Why does this happen? 
· What examples of legalism exist in your life or your church?  What “additions” to faith might outsiders sense in your church regarding what they should (or shouldn’t) do to be accepted.
