“Being reminded of God’s promises”
(especially an assurance of God’s sovereignty)
OPEN: (optional) What promise have you made recently? Have you kept it?
STUDY:
· Read 2 Peter chapter 1
· According to v4, what specifically enables us to participate in God’s nature and escape the corruption caused by evil desires? God’s very great and precious promises
· Peter says in verses 12-15 that his goal is to remind the people, even though they already know these things.  

· Why did the people need reminding? Why do we need reminding?

· In v19, what does Peter say we need to pay attention to?  The prophetic word. What physical object does he compare God’s Word to?  A lamp shining in a dark place.  What other Bible verse does this remind you of? Psalm 119:105
· Read Hebrews 3:12-14
· Verse 12:  What sin characterizes an evil heart? Unbelief What does this kind of heart cause us to do? Fall away from God
· Verse 13:  What should Christians be doing in order to combat this danger?

· What things make it difficult for us to do what verse 13 commands?

individualistic “mind your own business” mindset, fear of seeming judgmental
· To close, read Hebrews 10:23-25
· v23 – What gives us confidence and hope and keeps us from wavering? He is faithful!
· v24-25 – How are we to relate to one another as Christians in light of God’s faithfulness?  Consider how to stir one another up, not neglect meeting
